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1. INTRODUCTION

11 Background

Anma Offshore Wind Energy Co., Ltd. (AWC or the Project proponent) is developing an offshore
wind farm project located adjacent to Anma-do, Yeonggwang-gun, Jeollanam-do, Republic of Korea
(the Project). The Project is managed by special purpose company AWC, which is owned by Equis
Wind (Korea) Holdings Pte.

This document is Stakeholder Engagement Plan (SEP) that has been developed based on the
Internationally Recognized Standards (Applicable Standards) that are summarized below:

= Equator Principles 4 (EP4);
= International Finance Corporation (IFC) Performance Standards (PS) 2012; and

= IFC Environmental, Health, and Safety Guidelines, i.e. General EHS Guidelines (2007), Wind
Energy (2015) and Electric Power Transmission and Distribution (2007).

One of the requirements under IFC PS 1 is to develop a SEP that comprises methods and processes
which will guide AWC in its consultation with key stakeholders in relation to the proposed Project
throughout the life of the Project.

Project description details are provided in Section 2.

1.2 Objectives and Scope of the Stakeholder Engagement Plan

The purpose of this SEP is to ensure a consistent, representative, and culturally appropriate approach
to engagement with interested and potentially affected stakeholders in the context of developing the
Project.

The specific objectives for stakeholder engagement are to:
= Identify stakeholders and communities potentially affected by the proposed Project;

= Introduce AWC to relevant stakeholders, and inform relevant stakeholders about the Project,
including the planned and current Project activities;

= Map out the process to facilitate engagement with the potentially affected communities, groups
and individuals to understand their views, concerns and perceptions, including potential impacts
and appropriate mitigation measures;

= Inform the type and scope of stakeholder engagement undertaken throughout the ESIA process
and the planned Project activities;

= Comply with the local engagement requirements as well as the IFC PS and EP4 requirements;
and

= Establish and implement an effective grievance mechanism for the impacted communities.

The SEP is applicable to the entire Project life. The SEP is a living document and will be updated
through the course of the Project life based on the emerging needs and patterns for engagement with
the various stakeholders.

The box below describes the key principles on which the stakeholder engagement plan is based.

The

engagement process has been informed by the following key principles:

Inclusive: It is noted Republic of Korean regulation driven engagement activities would
be unlikely to be considered sufficiently inclusive. Therefore, the consultations planned
in this SEP will be organised to ensure representation of potentially affected and
interested stakeholders. Separate meetings will be undertaken to include the vulnerable
groups (including the elderly, physically challenged, youth, and women etc.);

Sharing Information: With consultations at the local level, emphasis will be given to
building the community’s level of understanding of the Project. All Project information
will be shared in Korean using a plain, jargon-free language. The SEP will
identify/consider the main interests of each stakeholder/stakeholder group, and design
how and when to deliver such information; and

Participatory: Stakeholders will be encouraged to actively participate in the
consultations and will be given the opportunity to ask questions and provide comments.
The engagement process will be designed considering Republic of Korean cultural and
social norms in order to create an environment in which stakeholders feel comfortable
speaking up and expressing their views and concerns.

It has been developed as a standalone document to be read in conjunction with the main ESIA report.
This ensures optimal coherence of the information through the updates and revisions.

This assessment is focusing on five (5) major Project components:
e  Wind Turbine Generators (WTGs);
e  Offshore substation (OSS);

e  Offshore Export Cable: within this report, when referring to Offshore Export Cable it is included
the Inter Array Cable (IAC) as the implications related to physical risks are the same;

e  Onshore Substation (ONS);
e Access Road; and

e  Onshore Export Cable.
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3. REGULATIONS AND REQUIREMENTS

This section provides details on the regulatory framework that has been applied to the SEP. The SEP
has been developed considering two aspects. The first are the laws of Republic of Korea, which are
detailed in Section 3.1. The second is AWC’s commitment to meet international standards; specifically,
the IFC PS and EP4. Requirements and good practices laid out by the Applicable Standards are
detailed in Sections 3.2 and 3.3. Meaningful community consultation activities, to meet the IFC PS and
EP4, are required to be ongoing and continue throughout the pre-construction, construction, and
operations phase.

3.1 Relevant Korean Stakeholder Engagement Requirements and
Legislation

3.1.1 Environmental Impact Assessment Act

Republic of Korean regulations on the Environmental Impact Assessment (EIA) process require one
main stakeholder engagement activity; namely the Public Presentation (also known as the Resident
Briefing) which must occur upon the submission of the Draft Local EIA, as per the Environmental
Impact Assessment Act (EIAA) Act Article 25 and Article 39 for the EIAA Enforcement Decree. During
this presentation, AWC is required to discuss the contents of the Draft EIA, therefore the Draft EIA
must be disclosed to the public, ahead of the Presentation, and must be announced on both local and
regional newspapers by the relevant authority with jurisdiction over the Project area.

At least seven (7) days before the Resident Briefing session, a public notice including the business
outline of the Project, the date, time, and location of the Presentation, as well as the planned contents
of the Briefing session must be published on both local and regional newspapers, at least once each.
The public presentation must then be conducted during the Draft EIA disclosure period, in accordance
with Article 39 of the EIAA Enforcement Decree.

During the presentation, attendees will have the opportunity to express their opinions and raise any
concerns they may have regarding the Project. The law stipulates that the public must also have at
least 20 days to review the Draft EIA, wherein the local residents have the opportunity to comment on
the Project’s Draft EIA. Local residents will be able to submit comments on the Project from the first
day that the Draft EIA is made available to the public, up until seven (7) days following the end date of
the public notice period. These comments will be collected and must be published at a later date, and
or newly reflected in the Project’. It is important for the Project to communicate the results of the
comment collection and demonstrate to the local residents and stakeholders how the Project will
respond to and reflect their concerns and comments in the Project design, planning and execution.

A Public Hearing may also be necessitated by law if one of the following two scenarios arise:

= In the case where, following the submission of the Draft Local EIA more than 30 residents submit
that a hearing through public comments is required; and

= In the case where more than five residents, who represent more than 50% of the total number of
residents who submitted comments on the Draft EIA, submit that a hearing is required.

In either of the above-mentioned scenarios, the EIAA Enforcement Decree Article 40 stipulates that a
Public Hearing must be organized to further discuss any concerns of the affected stakeholders and to
obtain resident’s approval.

3.1.2 Fisheries Act

Due to the nature of the Project, the Project must also perform a Fishery Damage Investigation (FDI)
in order to compensate for any damage caused to fisheries as a result of Project activities. The FDI is
necessitated by law and must be conducted in accordance with Fisheries Act Enforcement Decree

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Article 55 and its Annex 10. The Project will be legally obligated to conduct a FDI upon the
commencement of Project construction. Written consent of the pre-existing right holders in the Project
area must be collected in advance by the Project to allow construction to commence before
compensation is secured. Therefore, the consent is given in good faith that the Project will maintain its
duty to compensate any impacted prior right holders. It should be noted that the Republic of Korean
fishery compensation mechanism focuses on physical compensation, which typically leaves gaps in
terms of livelihood restoration consideration.

3.1.3 Electric Utility Act

Based on Republic of Korean regulations under Electric Utility Act Article 89, AWC may, if necessary
for operating their business, install electric lines over or in the underground space of the land owned
by another person within the limits of causing no obstruction to the way the land is currently used. In
such cases, the electric utility business entity shall consult in advance with the owner or occupant of
the land regarding the method for installation of the electric lines and the period of existence thereof.

3.1.4 Acton Assistance to Electric Power Plants-Neighbouring Area

As per the Enforcement Decree of the Act on Assistance to Electric Power Plants-neighboring Area in
Republic of Korea, the term "Neighboring Areas of Electric Power Plants" refers to the regions that are
in close proximity to offshore wind power plants. For the offshore wind farm neighboring area, the
power plants have a facility capacity exceeding 10,000 kilowatts and are either operational, under
construction, or planned by a developer. If the capacity exceeds 10,000 kilowatts, the criteria for
classifying offshore wind farm neighboring area are as follows:

= Onshore area within 2 km vertically in the direction of the land from the coastline within a radius
of 5 km based on the point closest to the generator among the coastlines of the land; and

=  Anisland area belonging to an offshore area whose radius is the distance from the generator
centre to the point closest to the generator among the land coastlines

For the neighboring area, “Basic Assistance” and “Special Assistance” can be provided to promote
the development of the surrounding area and the welfare of residents by calculating support funds in
accordance with Article 10 of the Act on Assistance to Electric Power Plants neighboring Area. The
fund program types and details are as follows:

= Income Enhancement Initiative: Projects implemented to foster regional development and
increase residents' income, such as the establishment and operation of agricultural, forestry, and
fisheries facilities, commercial and industrial facilities, and tourism infrastructure.

= Local Social Welfare Initiatives: Expansion and support of social welfare facilities for the local
community, including the construction and operation of medical facilities, road infrastructure, port
facilities, water and sewage systems, environmental and sanitation facilities, sports and
recreational amenities, etc.

= Education Support Project: A project aimed at providing educational support to local residents,
including provisions for educational equipment and transportation, lodging assistance,
tuition/scholarship payments, and the establishment of cultural facilities.

= Resident Well-being Support Project: A project designed to provide necessary funding for
initiatives focused on improving the safety and living environment of local residents. This
includes subsidizing certain expenses related to resident health check-ups,
information/communication costs, etc., to promote resident welfare.

= Business Attraction and Support Project: Projects implemented to stimulate local revenue
generation and job creation by attracting, establishing, and providing necessary funding for
operational activities.
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= Electricity Fee Subsidy Program: A program that offers a subsidy on a specific amount of
electricity fees for residential and industrial power consumption, as specified in the supply terms
and conditions outlined in Article 16 of the Electricity Business Act.

= Other Support Initiatives: Projects aimed at enhancing community cooperation and aligning with
the objectives of support programs for areas surrounding power plants.

According to Article 11 of the Act on Assistance to Electric Power Plants-neighboring Area, the head
of a local government or the Project must establish and implement a support project plan. In the case
of the Basic Assistance, the support project must be implemented during the construction period and
operation period of the power plant, and in the case of the Special Assistance, from the date of
notification to the day before the start of operation.

3.1.5 Act on the Promotion of the Development, Use and Diffusion of New
and Renewable Energy

In accordance with Article 27-2 of the Act on the Promotion of the Development, Use, and Diffusion of
New and Renewable Energy, residents are invited to engage in new and renewable energy power
generating businesses in their respective areas through a cooperative. By joining the cooperative,
residents are actively encouraged to participate in business activities. The cooperative's primary
objective is to enhance the welfare and mutual assistance among its members. Individuals
possessing five or more qualifications are designated as promoters. These promoters are responsible
for drafting the articles of incorporation, obtaining approval through a resolution at the inaugural
general meeting, and subsequently reporting the articles of association to the competent Mayor/Do
Governor overseeing its principal place of business.

3.2 International Standards on Stakeholder Engagement

3.2.1 IFC Performance Standards

In addition to aligning to local regulation, the Project is committed to following the relevant
requirements under the Applicable Standards, in particular the IFC PS. The IFC PS are generally
regarded as the industry benchmark for best practice in environmental and social performance for the
private sector. These standards, including guidelines for engagement activities, are a key source of
guidance in planning for engagement activities.

The IFC PS require clients to engage with affected people through public consultation and informed
participation, in a manner commensurate with the risks to, and impacts on, the affected people. Box
3.1 outlines the main requirements for consultation and disclosure under IFC PS1, the umbrella
Standard on the Assessment and Management of Environmental and Social Risks and Impacts.
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Aims:

To ensure that affected stakeholders including: individuals, businesses, communities, government
authorities, NGOs and other institutions, and other interested or affected parties are appropriately engaged
on issues that could potentially affect them; to build and maintain a constructive relationship with them and to
establish a grievance mechanism.

Who to Consult:

Directly and indirectly affected individuals, businesses, communities;

Positively and negatively affected communities/individuals/associations;

Elected officials;

Informal/traditional institutions;

Those with influence due to local knowledge;

Vulnerable groups, where the Project is identified to have adverse impacts on them, and
Communities /individuals in the wider area of influence (Aol).

When to Consult:

As early as possible or at the latest consultation should begin prior to commencement of Project activity.
Consultation should be an on-going process throughout the life of the Project, i.e. iterative. Consultation
should also allow for a feedback mechanism where affected people are able to present their concerns and
grievances for consideration and redress.

What to Consult on:

o Disclosure of Project information (purpose, nature, scale);
Disclosure on the Action Plan as a result of consultation, with periodic reports to demonstrate
implementation;
Risks and impacts of the Project; and

e Updates actions and proposed mitigation measures to address negative impacts and areas of concern
for affected communities.

How to Consulit:

Be inclusive and culturally appropriate;

Allow for free, prior and informed participation of affected people ;

Be in the language preferred by the affected people;

Consider the needs of disadvantaged and vulnerable groups;

Feed into decision making process including proposed mitigation, benefit sharing and opportunities;
Be iterative;

Be documented;

Be responsive to stakeholder concerns and grievances;

Be easily understood and transparent; and

Allow for differentiated means of engagement particularly for disadvantaged or vulnerable groups.

* Where engagement relies substantially upon a community /association representative the client will aim to
ensure that the views of affected communities are communicated, and that the results of consultation are
communicated back to the community/ association.

Box 3.1 International Requirements for Public Consultation and Informed
Participation

According to IFC PS 1, special attention shall be paid to vulnerable groups. Vulnerable people
include those who, by virtue of their gender, ethnicity, age, physical or mental disability, economic
disadvantage or social status may be more adversely affected by a project than others, and who may
be limited in their ability to take advantage of a project’'s development benefits. Thus, the stakeholder
engagement process needs to be designed to address the needs of these vulnerable groups (if any),
who will be affected by Project activities.
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3.2.2 Equator Principles

The Project will also follow the guidance of Equator Principles (EPs), which reference the social and
environmental sustainability policies and guidelines of the IFC and of the World Bank Group
Environmental Health, and Safety Guidelines (EHS Guidelines). The EPs emphasise that lenders will
seek to ensure that the Project is developed in a manner that is socially responsible and reflects
sound environmental practices. The EPs were updated in 2020 (known as EP4). Among which,
Principle 5 (Stakeholder Engagement) and Principle 6 (Grievance Mechanism) are relevant to
stakeholder engagement.

Principle 5 specifies that:

All category A and B projects must demonstrate effective stakeholder engagement as “an
ongoing process in a structured and culturally appropriate manner with affected communities,
workers, and, where relevant, other stakeholders’?;

Projects with potentially significant adverse impacts on affected communities must conduct an
Informed Consultation and Participation process, which must be free from “external manipulation,
interference, coercion and intimidation™. This implies the client should tailor consultations based
on:

The risks and impacts of the Project;

The Project’s phase of development;

The language preferences of the affected communities;
Affected communities’ decision-making processes; and
The needs of disadvantaged and vulnerable groups.

In accordance with the risks and impacts of the Project, the Proponent should make the
appropriate assessment documentation available, and inform stakeholders about environment
and social risks as well as adverse impacts to affected communities and relevant stakeholders
early in the process, on an ongoing basis and in a culturally appropriate manner; and

The Proponent must take into account and document all results of engagement processes,
including actions agreed upon during consultations.

Meanwhile, Principle 6 specifies:

All category A and, as appropriate, category B projects are required to establish effective
grievance mechanisms designed to receive and facilitate resolution of concerns and grievances
about the project’s environmental and social (E&S) performance;

Grievance mechanisms should be to scale with the risks and impacts of the Project and affected
communities and workers should be informed during the stakeholder engagement process; and

They should be designed to resolve concerns promptly, use understandable and transparent
consultative process, be culturally appropriate, readily accessible and at no cost, as well as
guarantee no retribution to the party that originated the issue of concern.

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3.3 Good International Industry Practices

3.3.1 Stakeholder Engagement

The IFC’s Stakeholder Engagement Good Practice Handbook* lays out good international industry
practices for stakeholder engagement. It defines stakeholder engagement as a broad, inclusive, and
continuous process between a company and those potentially impacted that encompasses a range of
activities and approaches, and spans the entire life of a project. The Handbook highlights the
importance of engaging early on, proactively building relationships with stakeholder before problems
arise, adopting a long-term view, tailoring the process to fit project needs and managing stakeholder
engagement as a business function with clear objectives, timetable, budget and allocation of
responsibilities.

Further guidance on good international industry practice is found in the Environmental and Social
Management System Implementation Handbook®, which outlines the nature of stakeholder
engagement recommended for different steps of the Environmental and Social Impact Assessment
process and gives specific guidance on public consultations, participatory techniques and stakeholder
analysis, qualitative and quantitative methods, team composition, and reporting to stakeholders.

3.3.2 Grievance Mechanism

The IFC’s Good Practice Note on Addressing Grievance from Project-Affected Communities® provides
guidance on key principles of a good grievance mechanism, process steps to implement such
mechanisms, and resources needed to manage a grievance mechanism. The Good Practice Note
offer further details about best practice processes for such mechanisms, including for grievance
receipt and recording, registration of grievances, keeping track of grievances, complaints
assessments and results, preliminary response, and final response.

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4, STAKEHOLDER IDENTIFICATION AND MAPPING

The stakeholder identification and analysis process form the foundation for planning and designing of
subsequent stakeholder engagement activities. The Project’s stakeholders and analysis will be
reviewed and refined regularly as the Project develops.

4.1 Stakeholder Identification

Stakeholders are persons or groups who are directly or indirectly affected by the Project, as well as
those who may have interests in a project and/or the ability to influence its outcome, either positively
or negatively, including those who:

m  Are most likely to experience, potential negative and / or positive impacts resulting from the
Project;

m  Have an interest for various elements of Project activities (such as national or local government
authorities, civil society organizations, non-governmental organizations (NGOs) and groups with
special interests, the academic community, or other businesses, fishery associations, etc.); and

m  Are considered vulnerable members of the community within the proposed Project area.
m  With this consideration, two principal categories of stakeholders are initially identified as follows:

- Potentially Affected parties: people / entities directly affected by the Project and / or have
been identified as most vulnerable to change and who need to be engaged in identifying impacts
and their significance, as well as in decision-making on mitigation and management measures.
The group of fisheries and tourism are considered for this group; and

- Other Interested parties: this stakeholder group consists of people / entitles whose interest
is to ensure the Project will operate in accordance with the applicable laws and mitigate all
adverse impacts. If their demands are not met, they may report a negative aspect of the Project
activities, which in turn could have a negative effect on the Project’s reputation and potential
delay. Those stakeholder groups include government authorities, NGOs and others.

Table 4-1 describes the identified potential stakeholder groups’, relevance to the Project, their
interactions, and potential impacts to the Project.

4.2 Identification of Vulnerable Peoples

Vulnerable people will be covered in detail in the Social Impact Assessment (SIA). AWC is identifying
vulnerable groups, such as women, the elderly, and foreign migrant workers, and is supporting
activities including events for women's associations in Anma-do, senior citizen banquets, and field
trips for residents to advanced regions in Jeju-do.

In addition to the engagement activities noted above, AWC has conducted field-based socio-
economic surveys to better identify and understand the vulnerable populations residing in the
Project’s Area of Influence. These findings have been reflected in the updated Social Impact
Assessment (SIA) and will continue to inform the Livelihood Restoration Plan (LRP), which includes
targeted measures to address the specific risks and needs of vulnerable individuals and groups.

Importantly, these engagement activities were not limited to social support but were designed to
increase awareness of the Project’'s environmental and social impacts, gather feedback on perceived
risks and potential benefits, and build trust with vulnerable stakeholders. During these sessions, AWC
provided explanations about the Project’s construction timeline, possible changes in access or
livelihood conditions, and how grievances can be raised through accessible channels.

Particular attention has been paid to foreign migrant workers who may face challenges such as
language barriers, limited access to project information, and reduced ability to engage in formal
consultation or grievance processes. Engagement strategies for these groups include the use of
visual materials, communication in languages commonly understood by foreign workers, and indirect
engagement through vessel captains or cooperative representatives.

This approach ensured that engagement was both inclusive and risk-informed, reflecting the
principles of IFC Performance Standard 1 and international good practice.

Going forward, AWC is committed to applying gender-sensitive and inclusive engagement practices,
and to monitoring any project-related risks to vulnerable groups through its stakeholder engagement
and grievance redress systems. This approach aligns with IFC Performance Standard 1 and
international good practice to ensure that no vulnerable stakeholder is left worse off as a result of the
Project.

4.3 Stakeholder Mapping

The following matrix (Figure 4-1) will be used to map the Project stakeholders. Depending on the level
of interest and influence of the stakeholder, it is placed into one of the four quadrants. Each group of
stakeholders will require different engagement strategies. This is a preliminary mapping which has
been undertaken and can be revised as the Project progresses into later stages of stakeholder
engagement. The main factors taken into account when identifying stakeholders were:

= Their influence/power or ability to influence. This may be measured according to their potential to
influence others, derived from their position or resource power, or may be their actual influence
derived from their credibility as a leader or expert;

= Their interest in the Project as measured by the extent to which they will be active or passive;
= Their direct and/or indirect impact from the Project; and

= Their attitude towards the project as measured by the extent to which the stakeholder will “back”
(support) or “block” (resist).

Key stakeholders will be then categorised and analysed according to their influence and interest in the
Project and classified into four (4) groups to determine management actions: Informing, Collaborating,
Monitoring and Engaging (Figure 4-1).
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Depending on the results of the mapping, engagement strategies will be suggested specifically to each
group. This includes:

- Collaborate / Manage closely (high power/high interest): The stakeholders should be managed
closely. This includes regular engagement and consultation.

= Engage / Keep satisfied (high power/low interest): The stakeholders should be engaged and
consulted on issues of interest.

= Inform / Keep informed (low power/high interest): The stakeholders should be kept informed and
should be consulted on key interest areas.

= Monitor (low power/low interest): The stakeholders should be monitored and kept informed about
the Project (e.g. through factsheets and media notifications).

At this stage, it is envisaged that the stakeholders that have both high interest and power over the
Project are:

= Fishing associations and committees opposing the Project that are composed of the fisher who
conducted fishing activities in the wind farm area and the nearby areas; and

] Landowners in the vicinity where the onshore export cable will be situated.

4.4 Issues Identification and Analysis
Research to date indicates that stakeholders are expected to raise the following key concerns:

= The risk and extent of economic displacement resulting from the siting of the windfarm and
associated facilities;

= The need for compensating affected livelihoods as a result of economic displacement;
= Safety consideration with respect to use of vessel/fishing boats;

= High expectation from the local government of the Project to contribute to local economic
development; and

= Opposition to the Project from local Yeonggwang residents and fisherfolks.

Key issues will continue to be identified and verified through ongoing engagement activities.
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5. PREVIOUS STAKEHOLDER ENGAGEMENT ACTIVITIES

Stakeholder engagement regarding the Project has been conducted on a regular basis initially under
the leadership of Korea Wind Energy Co., Ltd. (KWC). KWC is a local development company
established for the development of offshore wind projects. KWC is governed by local and global
offshore wind farm suppliers including CS Wind Corporation and consists of key professionals with
strong expertise in permitting, engineering, and installation. KWC and Equis entered a joint venture in
2021. Initially, a number of stakeholders expressed concerns due to the lack of detailed compensation
plan. KWC has subsequently briefed stakeholders on a regular basis to increase their understanding
and appreciation of the need for the Project. The opinions of stakeholders, including fisher, were
actively collected and discussed. As a result of seeking ways to promote coexistence of the
development with the local community, local residents submitted a resident consent form committing
to cooperate in obtaining licenses, including wind farm environmental impact assessments.

Given the characteristics of rural and fishing villages in Korea, a significant portion of vulnerable
groups consists of elderly individuals. To support these groups, various activities such as senior
citizens' celebrations and village festivals are being organized. For example, in August 2020, at the
request of a local organization, disaster relief funds were donated to Yeonggwang-gun to assist those
affected by heavy rainfall. In November 2021, support was provided for fishing community events, and
in November 2022, assistance was given for a senior citizens' celebration. Similar support was offered
for senior citizens' celebrations in April 2023 and a filial piety event in May 2023, with further support
for a village festival in October 2023.

Furthermore, it should be noted that Yeonggwang-gun established the Yeonggwang-gun Offshore
Wind Power Public-Private Council in December 2021, in line with Article 5 of the Guidelines for
Creating and Supporting New and Renewable Energy Clusters. The council, made up of 20
members—including 3 Government members and 17 Citizen member, including representatives from
Yeonggwang-gun Fisheries Cooperative, Fishing village societies, Yeonggwang-gun Council,
Yeonggwang-gun —was designed to promote collaboration among various stakeholders and to
consult with the affected parties to gather their opinions. However, the council was disbanded in the
first half of 2023.

Following this, Yeonggwang-gun made efforts to establish a second Yeonggwang-gun Offshore Wind
Power Public-Private Council; however, the council was not formed. Nonetheless, AWC continued to
engage with stakeholders individually. Additionally, while the SEP is not intended to serve as an
engagement log, AWC has ensured that stakeholders’ comments and concerns have been
continuously reviewed and discussed in subsequent meetings. This approach has helped identify
actionable responses and prioritize key issues. To date, no complaints or grievances have been
received regarding unfulfilled requests. AWC has been actively communicating with local residents,
including vulnerable and underprivileged groups, to address the community's needs to date. AWC
plans to continue providing support where it is most needed.

The following Table 5-1 summarises the some of the key previous stakeholder engagement activities
that AWC has undertaken since 2017. Further details about each identified stakeholder are provided
in Table 4-1.
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6. STAKEHOLDER ENGAGEMENT PLAN

Stakeholder engagement is focused on building and maintaining constructive relationships over time
with groups of people / stakeholders who are affected or interested in the Project activities. It is an
ongoing process between AWC and its stakeholders that will extend throughout the life of the Project
and will encompass a range of activities and approaches, from information sharing and consultation,
to participation, negotiation, and the creation of partnerships.

The goal is to ensure the timely provision of relevant and understandable information and create a
process that provides opportunities for all stakeholders to express their views and concerns and
allows AWC to consider and respond to them efficiently. The engagement will be conducted with the
specific objectives to:

= Introduce relevant stakeholders to the Project and planned Project activities;
= Identify stakeholders and communities potentially affected by Project activities; and

= Engage with potentially affected groups to understand the scope of their activities within the
Project’s Area of Influence (Aol)’, potential Project impacts, perceptions and concerns and discuss
appropriate mitigation measures.

This Section provides description on the engagement plan for the Project.

6.1 Public-Private Council

The main platform for the Project to engage with the stakeholders has been the Yeonggwang-gun
Offshore Wind Power Public-Private Council. Yeonggwang-gun established the Yeonggwang-gun
Offshore Wind Power Public-Private Council in December 2021, in line with Article 5 of the Guidelines
for Creating and Supporting New and Renewable Energy Clusters. The council, made up of 20
members—including 3 Government members and 17 Citizen member, including representatives from
Yeonggwang-gun Fisheries Cooperative, Fishing village societies, Yeonggwang-gun Council,
Yeonggwang-gun —was designed to promote collaboration among various stakeholders and to
consult with the affected parties to gather their opinions. However, the council was disbanded in the
first half of 2023.

The Yeonggwang-gun Offshore Wind Power Public-Private Council served as a valuable and effective
vehicle for engaging with stakeholders. Accordingly, Yeonggwang-gun had planned to establish a
second round of the public-private council, i.e., the Yeonggwang-gun Offshore Wind Power Public-
Private Council, in accordance with the Offshore Wind Power Public-Private Council Fisher’s
Commentary published by the National Federation of Fisheries Cooperatives. However, despite the
efforts of Yeonggwang-gun, the second round of the public-private council was not formed.

Despite of the second round of the public-private council was not formed, AWC has continued
engaging with stakeholders identified in this SEP (refer to Section 4) through the following activities:

= Regular Briefing Session: The Local Engagement Manager is periodically visiting communities in
Anma-do, and Songam-ri (i.e. the communities at/around the landfall area) to update on the project
progress and to receive their;

= Fisheries Consultation: AWC is engaging with a wide range of fisheries, including both large and
small operators, to support the effective implementation of the Fishery Damage Investigation (FDI)
and ensure inclusive and equitable compensation planning. While initial outreach focused on key
large-scale fisheries for coordination efficiency, AWC is committed to expanding engagement to

7 The ‘Area of Influence’ (Aol) is initially defined as the footprint of actual wind farm site, related facilities, associated facilities,
transport routes and areas potentially affected by cumulative impacts.

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include all affected fishers, regardless of scale, to meet international best practices and lender
requirements;

- Ongoing Engagement: AWC has established local office within Yeonggwang-gun, in which one (1)
person from the AWC Seoul Headquarters, and two (2) locally hired people are continuously
undertaking stakeholder engagement. The local office is disclosed/announced in the Project
specific website. Furthermore, the Project information/progress is regularly provided via the media
and the Project website; and

Addition to above activities, Table 6-1 demonstrates the engagement strategy for mapped
stakeholders.
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6.2 Engagement Methodology

This Section provides AWC’s methodology for the engagements mentioned above. The most suitable
methodology will be selected by considering the nature and size of the engagement/meeting and also
by considering the attendees.

6.2.1 Structure of the Meetings

The structure of engagement varies depending on the meeting enquiry or agenda, however, it is
typically in the order of introduction of the Project, the key activities under taken to date, and the
discussion on meeting agenda/enquiry, and agreement on follow up actions (if relevant).

If such engagement events to be in large groups/individuals, such events follows the below, typically:

= Introduction and information sharing/discussion: AWC introduces the Project and the key
activities under taken to date, and the discussion on meeting agenda/enquiry; and

- Question and answer session: Session to raise concerns, comments or ask questions to which
AWC can directly respond. Such will be registered in meeting minutes.

Meeting minutes are required to be taken by using a template shown in Appendix B.

For the engagement with vulnerable groups including Korean Senior Citizens Association
Yeonggwang Branch and Yeonggwang Women’s Hotline (VG-1, VG-3), the Project commits to more
frequent and proactive outreach activities. The Local Engagement Manager will regularly
communicate with these stakeholders, at least quarterly, to actively understand their concerns.
Specifically, the Project will engage with the representative of Yeonggwang Women’s Hotline to
discuss collaboration strategies.

6.2.2 Engagement Materials

To facilitate information sharing during a typical presentation session, AWC prepares materials such
as a PowerPoint presentation to describe the Project’s characteristics including, but not limited to:
location, size, project timeline, estimated required workforce, potential impact and proposed mitigation
measures, employment opportunities, grievance mechanism etc. All communication materials are
prepared in Korean language.

In order to ensure that vulnerable stakeholders—such as elderly individuals, persons with disabilities,
or others requiring special assistance—can access project information in a timely and effective
manner, AWC will prepare communication and engagement materials tailored to their specific needs
when required. AWC will also conduct regular visits to local communities to facilitate in-person
engagement, provide verbal explanations, and assist individuals who may face difficulties with
reading, mobility, or digital access. A designated person at the local project office will also be
available to assist with grievances and respond to information requests.

6.2.3 Livelihood Restoration Plan (LRP) Implementation Process

AWC commits to proactively communicating the implementation process of the LRP. Initially, the
Project will focus on clearly communicating the FDI process, including key steps, timelines, and
stakeholder participation opportunities. Once the entitlement matrix and eligibility criteria of the LRP
are finalized and approved, a simplified guide clearly explaining the eligibility criteria and livelihood
restoration measures will be separately prepared. This guide will be translated into simplified visual
materials, such as flowcharts, to facilitate clear and effective communication within affected
communities. The guide and related visual materials will be proactively shared with stakeholders
through various channels, including public meetings, workshops, community briefings, and local
project offices.
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6.3 Organizational Structure

AWC has established an Environmental and Social Management System (ESMS) and the SEP will be
managed/implemented as part of the ESMS. The organisational structure for implementing the SEP is
provided under Table 6-1.
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6.4 Roles and Responsibilities

The key person for Stakeholder Engagement is the Project Development Package Manager.
Additionally, a Local Engagement Manager, who is fluent in the local culture and language, has been
added and is managing relationships with the local community. Other resources in AWC shared roles
and responsibilities in SEP implementation, and are summarised in Table 6-2.

In addition to the above-scheduled activities, AWC commits to clearly communicating specific
timelines and venues such as local announcements, community meetings, project-specific website
updates, and the local project office. Further, key disclosure activities covering Fishery Damage
Investigation (FDI), and Livelihood Restoration Plan (LRP) will be disclosed proactively as detailed
information becomes finalized and approved.

Specifically:

= FDI: Detailed explanations of the FDI process, including key steps and schedules, will be actively
shared with fisheries.

= LRP: Following final approval, simplified visual guides explaining eligibility criteria and restoration
measures will be separately prepared and proactively shared with affected communities.

These activities will be continuously updated and shared transparently through multiple stakeholder
engagement channels.
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7. GRIEVANCE MECHANISM

IFC PS 1 requires a grievance mechanism to be developed early in the Project, as it applies to
diverse aspects of the Project’s relationship with stakeholders, and enables the proponent to respond
better, as a measure to pre-empt rather than react to escalation of issues or tensions with surrounding
communities.

To comply with IFC PS 2 and PS 1, AWC has established two distinct grievance mechanisms—one
for workers and one for communities. Both GMs include provisions to receive and handle sensitive
grievances, such as gender-based violence and harassment (GBVH), with strict confidentiality.
Anonymous submissions are accepted, and all staff involved in grievance resolution are trained to
handle such issues with care and professionalism. AWC will also ensure that grievance channels are
easily accessible, including through female staff and verbal reporting options where necessary.

In addition, AWC will include information on third-party GBVH support services—such as local
women's centres, national GBVH hotlines, and relevant municipal authorities—in its grievance
communication materials and at local offices. These external resources will be made publicly available
so that affected individuals can access neutral support systems.

Where grievances related to GBVH are submitted, the Project will follow survivor-centered principles,
ensure that confidentiality and dignity are protected, and offer the option of reporting to female
grievance handlers. AWC will align these practices with the IFC and EBRD Good Practice Note on
Addressing GBVH.

AWC has established a project-specific, stand-alone grievance mechanism, detailed comprehensively
in Appendix H.
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8. MONITORING AND REPORTING

8.1 Monitoring of Stakeholder Engagement Activities

Monitoring the stakeholder engagement activities is important to ensure that consultation and
information sharing efforts are effective, and, that stakeholders have been meaningfully consulted
throughout the process and whether their grievances have been adequately addressed. It can also
monitor engagement outcomes and facilitate internal communications and learnings.

The following items are used as a platform to monitor the stakeholder engagement activities:
= The implementation of this SEP;
= Consultation activities conducted with all groups of stakeholders;

= The effectiveness of the engagement processes in managing impacts and expectations by tracking
feedback received from engagement activities; and

= Number of grievances received.

Performance of SEP implementation is reviewed as part of the ESMS E&S Reporting on an annual
basis regarding the following indicators:

= Materials disseminated; type, frequency, and location;

= Place and time of formal engagement events and level of participation by specific stakeholder
categories and groups;

= Number of comments by issue/ topic/ sex and type of stakeholder, and details of feedback
provided;

= Number and types of grievances and the nature and timing of their resolution;
= Recording and tracking commitments made to stakeholders;

= Community attitudes and perceptions towards the Project based on media reports and
stakeholder feedback; and

= Number of open/closed grievances in each reporting period.

In addition to annual E&S reporting under the ESMS, AWC will conduct internal monitoring on a daily
and weekly basis to track the implementation of the SEP, including stakeholder engagement activities
and grievance management. These activities will be internally reported on a monthly basis, covering
engagement events, received grievances, and follow-up actions. The format, scope, and frequency of
external reporting to Lenders will be established in line with the financial documentation agreed
between AWC and the Lenders.

8.2 Data Gathering and Tracking

Stakeholder consultation activities conducted throughout all the phases of the Project and grievances
submitted by any relevant external parties should be properly recorded and documented. This will
enable the AWC to track the consultation activities and to determine whether any issue or concern
expressed by the stakeholder needs to be addressed and acted upon immediately. Particularly with
respect to grievance management, it will also provide information whether the grievance has been
partially or fully addressed. A grievance log form and register are proposed (Appendix C and
Appendix D) and will require populating on a regular basis by the E&S Manager following each
stakeholder engagement event undertaken or after receiving any grievances from external parties.

8.3 Reporting

As part of ESMS E&S Reporting (refer to ESMS for full detail), the SEP implementation will be
reviewed and reported on an annual basis. The report will be developed from the data analysis of the
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stakeholder and grievance database managed by AWC. The report will also detail the measures
taken to address the issues, timeline of responses, as well as corrective and mitigation measures to
address grievances, and analysis of trends. It will be supported by records of engagement activities,
grievances submitted and minutes of key meetings.

The SEP should be considered as a live document, as such must be regularly updated to reflect AWC
and stakeholder changes.
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1. OVERVIEW

The Project consists of two (2) phases - Phase 1 and Phase 2 - corresponding to Electricity Business
Licences (EBL 1 and EBL 2). The Project will utilise Siemens Gamesa Renewable Energy’s (SGRE) SG
DD-236 14.0 MW wind turbine generators (hereinafter as “WTGs”). Phase 1 consists of 16 WTG units with
a permitted total capacity of 224 MW and Phase 2 consists of 22 WTG units with a permitted total capacity
of 308 MW. The Project’s wind turbines area will take up a total area of 80 km? of public waters.

The WTGs will be connected via 66kV Inter-Array submarine cables (hereinafter as “IACs” - Phase 1:
circa 51 km and Phase 2: circa 69 km) to the Offshore Substation (hereinafter as “OSS”) (125°56'32.86"E,
35°19'44.00" N').

230kV export submarine cables (hereinafter as “EXCs”) will then be routed to the Onshore Substation
(hereinafter as “ONS”). And then, using 154kV onshore cables, electricity will be connected to the West
Yeonggwang (or Seoyeonggwang) KEPCO onshore substation operated by KEPCO.

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2. PROJECT LOCATION

The area proposed for installation of the Project WTGs (the Site) is situated in the Yellow Sea (or West
Sea) West of Anma Island, Yeonggwang-gun, Jeollanam-do, South Korea. The coordinates of the WTGs,
as well as the Project location and its surrounding areas are presented in Table 2.1 and Figure 3.1
respectively.

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4, PROJECT FACILITIES AND COMPONENTS

The main Project components as per the Final Regulatory EIA is summarized below:
B A wind turbines area divided in 2 areas (i.e. Phase 1 and Phase 2), comprised of 38 WTGs
with a permitted total capacity of 532 MW,

4.1 Wind Turbine Generator

The Version 3 configuration of wind turbines layout has been developed with 38 WTGs of 14 MW
nominal capacity. Given the geographical context of the project site within the '‘Northeast Asia-
Oceania' Migratory Bird Flyway (EAAF) and its proximity to the breeding habitats of various marine
bird species (such as Chilsan Island), a decision was made to curtail the number of WTGs and
accordingly modify their arrangement. Elaborated information pertaining to the individual WTGs can
be found in Table 4.1.

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4.2 Inter-array Cables (IAC) and Offshore Export Cables (EXC)

The Version 3 design entails all the IAC being concentrated to an Offshore Substation, and then,
offshore export cables that directly connects with the mainland. The Version 3 plan is for all the inter
array submarine cables to be 66 kV cross linked polyethylene cable (XLPE) submarine cable, the
length of which is circa 51 km and 69 km for Phase 1 and Phase 2 respectively, and two (2) circuits of
230KV offshore export cables, each with a length of circa 42 km.

Detailed location of IAC and Offshore EXC are presented above in Figure 3.1.

The IACs will be installed to a target burial depth of between 3.0m to 3.5m, utilising a Jet Trencher for
post lay burial operations.

The EXCs will be installed to a target burial depth of between 2.0m to 3.5m, depending on the water
depth along the export cable route, where deeper water sections would have a deeper target burial

depth. Burial operations for the EXCs will be performed by a Jetting Sled, through simultaneous lay
and bury operations.

The EXC will be installed at landfall within a Horizontal Directional Drill (HDD) duct, approximately
120m in length under the sea. Upon exiting the HDD, the EXC will be held in situ via permanent
beach clamps which horizontally hang off the cable and permanently secure them in position. The
EXC will be terminated externally into a GIS arrangement as fitted to the ONS within a joint bay with
land cable connections into the ONS GIS Building alternatively they will be pulled and terminated
directly into the ONS GIS.

4.3 Offshore Substation (OSS)

An offshore substation is selected instead of installing it in Juk-do as the final design to avoid civil
complaints and to reduce the overall impact to the environmental damage and the fisheries.
Compared to the onshore substation, the offshore option will involve fewer external cables, resulting
in relatively less environmental and fishing impacts. The opinions on the review of the offshore
substation design were collected during the information session for residents as part of Draft
Regulatory EIA and are documented therein. Insights and viewpoints concerning the assessment of
the offshore substation design were obtained during a resident information session, a pivotal aspect
of the Draft Regulatory EIA.

Currently the Offshore Substation is planned to transform the 66kV transmission voltage from the
wind turbines into 230kV export transmission voltage. Table 4.2 shows the detail specification and
location of OSS.

Detailed location of OSS is presented above in Figure 3.1.

4.4 Onshore Export Cable

The current landfall is in Yeomsan-myeon, Yeongwang-gun, Jeollanam-do. AWC plans to construct a
154 kV buried onshore cable route from their Onshore Substation to KEPCO onshore substation (West
Yeonggwang KEPCO onshore substation). Most of the onshore underground cable route is expected
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to be routed along existing roads, or then through rice paddies having been acquired and close other
renewable power plants.

4.5 Onshore Substation (ONS)

The power that is generated (690 V) by the WTG will be boosted by the primary boosting transformer
(690 V/66 kV) and then transmitted by the IAC (66 kV) to the Offshore Substation. The power will then
be directed to the secondary step-up transformer (66 kV/154 kV) at the Offshore Substation, which
will be connected to the grid connection point; Seoyeonggwang substation operated by KEPCO.

The AWC Onshore Substation will be in 286-3 Songam-ri, Yeomsan-myeon, Yeonggwang-gun,
Jeollanam-do. The area is planned to be 1,550.41 m2. The station will consist of three (3) buildings
which include a substation, an office, and a warehouse. The office will consist of a three-story
building, while the substation and warehouse will consist of one-story building each.

Figure 3.1 above shows the detail location of project site for onshore area.

4.6 Military Radar

The Project will install two radars structures upon request of Ministry of Army to compensate the
obstruction generated by the WTGs once installed. The details and the localizations of the two
structures shall be kept confidential due to the nature of the facilities. One radar shall be operating
offshore and one radar shall be operating onshore.

The offshore radar will comprise a foundation and a top-side structure. The foundation type is yet to
be determined and the dimensions of the top-side structure is expected to be no greater than
10mx10mx7.5. The construction is expected to start no earlier than Q1 2026. A maximum of 20 staff
is estimated at peak time of installation phase and operation shall be unmanned.

The onshore radar will be installed on Imja island in Sinan province. The structure is estimated to
comprise a steel tower measuring 5x5x10 meters. The construction is expected to earlier than May
2025 and the duration of the construction shall not exceed 6 months. A maximum of 7 persons shall
be estimated during civil works and a maximum of 4 persons during steel tower installation. Operation
phase planned to be unmanned.

4.7 Bird Monitoring Radar

As stipulated in the Final Regulatory EIA, a bird monitoring radar is scheduled to be established on
Hoeng-do for a duration of one (1) year. The installation of the 2D Terma Scanter-5000 Radar is
anticipated. The cabinet housing the monitoring system is approximately 3 meters in height, 3 meters
in depth, and 3 meters in width. The antenna's height is estimated to be around 5.5 meters.

The exact placement and specifications of the monitoring equipment are currently pending
finalization. Comprehensive details concerning this aspect will be provided at a later stage once they
are confirmed.

4.8 Operation and Maintenance (O&M)

The project encompasses two distinct O&M harbour alternatives. One existing facility and one other
location are matching the requirements for O&M harbour, however, the location of the O&M harbour is
not available before lease contract execution due to high competition risk.
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5. SUMMARY ON CONSTRUCTION ACTIVITIES
The purpose of this section is to provide a comprehensive overview of the high-level description of the
EPC Package components and the EPC Schedule for the Project.

The EPC Package consists of various components essential for the successful execution of the
Project. These components are designed to ensure optimal efficiency and adherence to project
requirements. The detailed breakdown of each component, along with its specific role in the Project,
is outlined below.

5.1 Foundations (FOU)

5.1.1 Pin-pile

The supplier responsible for the pin-pile has not been determined. The piling process involves several
essential steps, including fabrication, transportation, and pile driving. The detailed description of each
process involved in the piling work is outlined below:

1. Fabrication of piles;
Load out of piles onto vessel or barge;
Transport to offshore site; (In parallel prepare noise mitigation measures if required)

Upending of piles by installation vessel;

5. Lower piles to ground and wait until self-penetration is reached;
6. Lower hammer on top of pile;

7. Start pile driving activities until target depth is reached; and

8. Once done, lift hammer back to installation vessel, move to next location

Their primary activities are scheduled to commence in the third quarter of 2024, with the peak of their
operations anticipated in the second quarter of 2025. At its peak, the estimated number of staff
required will be approximately 200, and this period is expected to last for approximately 10 weeks. It is
projected that around 10% of the workforce will consist of foreign workers, and the planned worker's
accommodation is estimated to accommodate around 100 individuals.

5.1.2 Jacket

Jacket will be installed on the pin-pile after completion of pin-pile installation. The supplier responsible
for the fabrication and installation of the windfarm jacket has not been finalized. The installation
process of the windfarm jacket can be described as follows:

1. Fabrication of jacket;

2. Load out of Jacket onto vessel or barge;

3. Transport to offshore site lift jacket from barge and insert into pre-installed pin piles;
4. Start grouting to finalize connection between jacket and grout; and

5. Move to next location

The main activities of the Project are scheduled to commence in the fourth quarter of 2024, with the
peak of their activities anticipated in the first quarter of 2026. During this peak period, it is estimated
that approximately 200 staff members will be involved, and the activity is expected to last for
approximately 10 weeks. It is anticipated that around 10% of the workers will be foreign workers.
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5.2 Inter Array Cable

Installation of Inter Array Cable (IAC) will commence after completion of jacket installation. The
contractor responsible for the installation of IAC has not been finalized. The main activity for the IAC
installation is scheduled to begin by mid 2026. The IAC installation will involve the following key
activities.

1. Preparation of equipment for pull-in at the WTG foundation / OSS Jacket;
2. Pre-lay grapnel run on the seabed following the cable route; and

1. Mobilization of installation vessels and crew accommodations;
2. Cable loading from factory onto the installation vessel;

3. Removal of J-tube covers;

4. Cable pull-in (1st Cable End) including Cable Protection System (CPS) installation;
5. Cable surface laying;

6. Cable pull-in (2nd Cable end) including CPS installation;

7. Post lay survey;

8. Post lay burial, with jet trencher;

9. Post lay burial survey;

10. Remedial burial (if necessary only) with a jet trencher;

11. Remedial burial survey; and
12. Installation of rock bags on CPS at the WTG/ OSS (if necessary only).

During the peak period of their activities, which is expected to span from March 2026 to January
2027, the IAC installation team will consist of an estimated total of 100 - 160 staff members. These
staff members will be further divided into two main groups. The first group, known as the Office
Support / Management Teams, will comprise approximately 20 - 60 staff members. They will be
responsible for providing support and managing various aspects of the IAC installation project. For
their convenience, these team members will be accommodated in either major cities or locations near
/ around the port area depending on their function and role.

The second group is the Transport and Installation Vessel Crew, which will consist of approximately
80 - 100 staff members. This group will play a direct and hands-on role in the actual installation of the
IAC. During their construction activities at sea, they will be accommodated either on the cable laying
vessel (CLV) and a Service Operations Vessel (SOV).

Throughout the peak period, AWC expects that 10 - 30% of the workers in both groups may be
foreigners. As the Project progresses and specific roles and requirements become clearer, further
details regarding staffing and accommodation arrangements will be finalized and communicated
accordingly.

5.3 Offshore Export Cable

Export Cable installation will occur almost in parallel to IAC installation. The contractor responsible for
the installation of the offshore export cable has not been determined yet. The preparation of the
offshore export cable route (such as HDD and TJB construction) is scheduled to begin in October
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2024, with the actual cable installation set to commence in February 2026. The process of offshore
export cable installation is described below:

During the peak of construction activities, expected to span from March to November 2026,
approximately 170 to 260 staff will be involved in the installation process. These personnel will be
divided into two main groups: the Office Support / Management Teams and the Transport and
Installation Vessel Crew.

The Office Support / Management Teams, comprising about 20 to 60 staff, will be accommodated
either in major cities or near / around the port depending on their function and role. Their primary
responsibilities will be overseeing and managing various aspects of the installation, ensuring efficient
coordination, and addressing any operational challenges.

On the other hand, the larger portion of the workforce, consisting of approximately 150 to 200 staff,
will be the Transport and Installation Vessel Crew. These workers will be accommodated onboard the
vessels (Cable Laying Barge, Support Barges, Jointing Jack Up Barge, etc.) during their activities.

54 Offshore Substation

The supplier responsible for the installation of offshore substation has not yet been determined.
Installation of pin-pile and jacket will commence by end of 2026, and topside installation will follow.
The process of offshore substation installation is described below:

1. Fabrication of substation components from outside of Korea (Singapore, Indonesia, or India);
2. Transportation of the assets (jacket, pin piles and topside) to site; and
3. Jacket installation, piling, topside installation and commissioning.

Estimated number of staff during installation and commissioning of Offshore Substation is
approximately 12 — 24, 20% of whom are expected to be South Korean nationals, with the remainder
foreign passport holders. Peak of their activities is expected to be December 2025 and January 2026
then September and October 2026. And all staff will be accommodating in vessel during their
activities.

2.9 Onshore Substation (ONS) & Onshore Cable

The supplier responsible for the installation of onshore substation and Onshore Cable has not yet
been determined. Their main construction activities will commence November 2024. The process of
Onshore Substation and Export Cable installation are described below:

1. Installation of Onshore Cable between TJB and Onshore Substation;
Transmission cable installation between ONS - KEPCO substation;
Civil work: piling, foundation etc;

Electrical work: mesh grounding;

ONS building construction;

Electrical system installation;
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7. Commissioning; and
8. KEPCO inspection.

The peak of construction activities is expected to be Q1 (construction) and Q3 (installation of electrical
system) 2026 with each peak period expected to be 10 weeks respectively. Estimated number of staff
during the peak will be approximately 70 - 100 (including vessel crew) who will be accommodated in
Yeonggwang or Gwangju during their activities.

5.6 WTG

Siemens Gamesa Renewable Energy has been appointed as the WTG supplier for the Project. Their
main construction activities are scheduled to commence around January 2027. The assembly and
installation process of WTG are described below:

1. Transport of WTG components to the pre-assembly harbour;

Pre-assembly works (e.g. assembly of tower sections final preparation of blades and nacelles);
Transport of pre-assembled main components to the offshore windfarm;

WTG installation;

WTG commissioning and testing; and

Hand over to the Operations and Maintenance.

During the peak period of their activities, which is expected to span from Q2 to Q3 2027
(approximately 16 - 25 weeks), Siemens Gamesa Renewable Energy will conduct commissioning and
installation processes concurrently. The estimated number of staff during this phase will be around
150 - 170 personnel, which includes the vessel crew. These staff members, predominantly foreigners,
will be lodged in general accommodation such as hotels and motels in Mokpo, Gwangju, and the
vessels while carrying out their tasks.

5.7 Transition Joint Bay (TJB)

However, it is planned that the transition joint bay installation will be incorporated as part of the
Offshore Export Cable installation. The process of transition joint bay installation is described below:

1. Set up access roads, site fencing, site offices, etc;

To support their activities, suitable accommodations will be
provided in either Yeonggwang or Gwangju.

5.8 Operation and Maintenance (O&M)

For the O&M, there might be modification work to the expected site. The following modification would
be anticipated:

1. Ground clearing and excavation works;

2. Laying of reinforced concrete (specifically for the warehouse and parking area);

3. Office building and warehouse construction (as per above dimensions);

4. Installation of water, electrical and sewage connectivity, depending on existing infrastructure; and
5. Car parking gravel and road gravel (depending on existing infrastructure).

Offshore

1. Development and re-paving of the existing quayside, including potential excavation and laying of
reinforced concrete;

2. Marine dredging and construction of pontoons;

3. Installation of quayside crane;

4. Installation of water, electrical and sewage connectivity, depending on existing infrastructure; and

Car parking gravel and road gravel (depending on existing infrastructure).

5.9 Military Radar

The onshore radar tower is expected to have a height of approximately 14 meters and an area of 47.0
m2. However, due to the confidentiality of military radar operations, specific details regarding the
location and specifications will be updated at a later stage once they are finalized.

5.10 Bird Monitoring Radar

The installation of the 2D Terma Scanter-5000 Radar is anticipated. The cabinet housing the
monitoring system is approximately and maximum 3 meters in height, 3 meters in depth, and 3 meters
in width. The antenna's height is estimated to be around 5.5 meters.

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1. INTRODUCTION

1.1BACKGROUND

Anma Offshore Wind Energy Co., Ltd. (AWC or the AWC) is developing an offshore wind farm
project located adjacent to Anma-do, Yeonggwang-gun, Jeollanam-do, Republic of Korea (the
Project). The Project is managed by special purpose company AWC, which is owned by Equis
Wind (Korea) Holdings Pte.

This document is a Project specific, standalone Community Grievance Mechanism (CGM)
document that is an appendix of the Stakeholder Engagement Plan. This CGM document and
the SEP have been developed based on the Internationally Recognised Standards (Applicable
Standards) that are summarized below:

As per the IFC PS1, The CGM document seeks to resolve concerns promptly, using an

understandable and transparent consultative process that is culturally appropriate and readily

accessible, and at no cost and without retribution to the party that originated the issue or

concern.

To align with IFC PS1 and PS2, AWC has developed and implemented two separate grievance
mechanisms: one for affected communities (as outlined in this document) and another for
workers, which is documented in a standalone Worker Grievance Mechanism. Each mechanism
is designed to address the specific needs of its respective stakeholder group.

1.20BJECTIVE

The objective of the CGM document is to establish a structured and transparent process for
stakeholders, particularly affected communities, to raise concerns or complaints related to a
e.g. the Project's environmental and social (E&S) impacts. The CGM make sures that these

grievances are addressed in a timely, culturally appropriate, and proactive manner.

In accordance with IFC Performance Standard 1, this CGM has been developed early in the
Project lifecycle to help prevent escalation of tensions and to proactively address concerns that
may arise from interactions between the Project and the surrounding communities.

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4. GRIEVANCE MECHANISM PROCESS

The following key elements were considered in establishing the grievance mechanism to
support the management of Project impacts and risks, as summarized from the IFC Good
Practice Note on Addressing Grievances from the Project Affected Communities (2009):

e Ensuring proportionality;

e Ensuring cultural appropriateness;

e Ensuring accessibility;

e Ensuring transparency and accountability to all stakeholders; and

e Ensuring appropriate protection by encouraging the communities to share their concerns
freely.

4.1 COMMUNICATION OF THE GRIEVANCE MECHANISM

The CGM has been communicating through formal and informal meetings. Additionally, CGM
submissions are accepted through the website, and printed CGM submission forms are
available at the Yeonggwang office so that local residents can complete them at their
convenience. Furthermore, this stand-a-lone CGM document has been developed as a
communication material regarding CGM.

The following information has been communicated by the AWC during the disclosure of the
CGM:

e Who can raise complaints (focusing on affected communities);

e Where, when, and how community members can log complaints;

e Who is responsible for receiving and responding to complaints, and if any external parties
can receive complaints from communities;

e What type of responses complainants can expect from the Project including timing of
responses; and

e The benefits that complainants can receive from using the grievance mechanism.

To ensure broader and inclusive access to the CGM, particularly for women and other

potentially underserved groups, AWC is implementing a structured dissemination plan. This

includes providing verbal explanations during community meetings, distributing printed guides

in local communities, and placing posters at common gathering points. For fishers and other

stakeholders operating vessels in the Project Area, grievance submission instructions are also

shared through fishery liaison officers and waterproof information cards.

It is essential that all AWC and the contractor personnel who interact with the local community
fully understand the grievance mechanism, to enable them to communicate the grievance
lodging process to the affected people, particularly in the case where the grievances are
submitted directly to them for resolution.

4.2.2 SENSITIVE GRIEVANCE HANDLING PROCEDURE

Sensitive grievances, such as those related to Gender-Based Violence and Harassment
(GBVH), can be submitted confidentially or anonymously through any of the CGM channels.
Complainants may request to speak with a female staff member. Upon receipt, the grievance
will be registered confidentially. Complainants may request assistance from appropriate
support services. In such cases, and with the complainant’s consent, the Social Manager will
be responsible to refer the case to relevant support services, such as local women’s centers or
national hotlines.

As part of the ESMS, a report will be prepared summarising the number of grievances
received, the types of issues raised, the response times, and the outcomes, which will be
developed by the E&S Manager and reported to the Project Director through the EPC Director
and Project Development Package Manager.

Continuous improvements will be made based on the trends and feedback collected through
the grievance process.
